Look for: Entirely black, straight fan-like tail
when flying

Heard: Making a caw-caw sound in family
groups

Look for: Wedge-shaped tail: think “V"” for raven
Heard: Making a croaking sound, wings make
whooshing noise

Seen: Making wobbly flights overhead
